In fact, 26th August's win was a testimony to the fact that NFRSC, of late, have become an unpredictable side. After a string of insipid performances from the Railwaymen, their decline in city football was being talked about. State net ball girls' team wins bronze:
Guwahati: The Assam girls team had a good outgoing in the junior National Net Ball tournament winning the bronze medal on June 24 at Gaziabad. It is for the first time the girls team reached the semi of the meet. However, they lost the match to Punjab by 20-28. The match for the bronze medal couldn't be held as the Haryana team lodged a protest over poor light conditions. The tournament committee declared both the teams as joint bronze winners. Earlier, the State girls team beat West Bengal 20-16 in the quarter finals. Meanwhile, the boys team, after some tremendous performance in the group stage, lost in the quarter finals against five times champion Uttar Pradesh. The score sheet read 22-17.

SAI, ASEB face off in NN Bhattacharyya Football final:

Guwahati: SAI will take on Garodia Cup champion ASEB in the finals of the NN Bhattacharyya Football Tournament scheduled to be held at the Nehru Stadium here on June 27. In the second semi final on June 24, ASEB overcame the stiff challenge of Royal Sports Club via a tie-break of 5-4 to enter the finals. Both the team were locked 1-1 in the schedule time. ASEB who went into the match with the favourite tag displayed some good quality football and opened a couple of opportunities but lacked to capitalize on it. On the other hand, Royal Sports, the 'A' division side which built a good side this year, too performed brilliantly throughout the match and succeeded to hold ASEB till the end of the schedule time. Guwahati: The selection of a coach for the State Ranji Trophy squad, for the coming session, has been put off as the governing body of the Assam Cricket Association has decided to wait for more applications. Till date, only two applications have been received by the ACA for this job. One is from former international Cricketer Gyanendra Pandey and another is from Bengal cricketer Gautam Shome (Sr). A source from the ACA said held at Nagaon on May 15. The meeting, presided by the vice president of the Association, Rup Kamal Kakoti, decided to receive the cricket academy providing all the facilities to the players like lodging, food, education, etc. To look after all these, a committee will be formed very soon.

State squad for U-15 soccer on May 15:
Guwahati: The State team for the forthcoming U-21 Zonal National Football Tournament will be announced on May 15. The team will leave for Silchar on the next day. The meet will be held at Aizwal from the third week of this month. The preparation for this meet is currently going on at the Nehru Stadium under the supervision of Bidhan Roy, and altogether 26 players from different part for the state are taking part in the camp. Meanwhile, talking to the sources, coach Bidhan Das expressed optimism that State soccer team will be able to display a good show in the tournament. Das said, "Some key mid-fielders are missing in the team as they didn't join the camp. Otherwise, it would have been a still more formidable side. All the probables are trying their best to give their 10 per cent in the practice session in the camp. It is a good sign." The only worry for Das is the hard ground.

St Joseph, Maria advance:

Guwahati: St Joseph and Maria Public School moved into the next round of the U-14 All Guwahati Inter-School Cricket Tournament defeating SBOA and Pragyotish High School respectively at the Dispur Parade Ground here on May12, St Joseph beat SBOA by 98 runs while Maria Public School defeated in a close-contested match by 6runs. In the first match, batting first St Joseph scored 157 runs for the loss of five wickets with Vinod Deka (32) being the highest scorer. Biswabandhu Nath took four wickets for 25 runs.
