Subimal Dhar of Silchar has been selected as the manager of the side. The trial-cum-selection camp for the State probables has already started in the city and final team will be announced very soon. AFA sources said that the team would leave for Silchar on May16.and play a couple of practice matches before departing for Aizawl on May 20. In the group stage, Assam, in its first match, will face Nagaland on May 23 while their last opponent will be Meghalaya. The match is scheduled for May 25.

Badminton tourney deferred:

Guwahati: The second All Assam Ranking Badminton Tournament has been deferred for a couple of days. It will be held at Dibrugarh from May 16. A K Institute thrashed Chandrapur School in a one-sided match 12-0. In the other match of the day, Green View Academy of Sonapur beat Bhaskar Vidyapith School of Guwahati by a solitary goal.

Fencing body hires Italian coach:

Guwahati: The Assam Fencing Association has become the first association which ahs become the first association, which has roped in a foreign coach to prepare its team for the forthcoming National Games. The secretary of the Association Uttam Kayastha informing this said that renowned Italian fencing coach Gargia Gernni will join the Assam team.

ASEB in Final:

Guwahati: State Electricity Board (ASEB) stormed into the final of the Garodia Cup Football Tournament thrashing Tinsukia Club 3-0 in the first semi final held at Dibrugarh on June 14. The winners were leading 2-0 at the lemon break. After attending the second phase of the National Games camp, the two strikers of the side Sanjiba Rongpi and Utpal Basumatari looked in top shape and duly contributed to their team's cause. ASEB will now meet the winner of the second semifinal that is scheduled to be held on June 15, between Second ASRF and OIL.

AOA goes on its own collect funds for Games' training:

Guwahati: Upset with the Government response over financial assistance, the Assam Olympic Association has decided to collect fund on its own organize its proposed training camps for the National Games which will get under way on June 15, at the city SAI complex. Apart from individual help, the AOA will organize a magic show to collect funds. The AOA has placed a demand of Rs. 2.5 crore to organize the training camp but it did not get any response from the government and consequently AOA decided to go on their fund.

Priya Bezbarua passes away:

Guwahati: The former vice president of the Assam football Association Priya Bezbarua passed away on June 14, morning, at his own residence after long-drawn-out illness. He was 83. The AFA has condoled his death.

Moran soccer camp for Games ends:

Guwahati: The second phase camp of the State soccer team came to an end at Moran on June 11. The camp, supervised by the former international footballer and the chief coach Gautam Sarkar, was organized by the Assam Football Association to prepare its team for the forthcoming National Games. It may mentioned here that altogether 66 footballers joined the camp from different parts of the state. Already 30 short-listed footballers have been selected for the next phase of the preparation. 

Ball of fire Div win wrestling tourney:

Guwahati: The Eastern Command Inter-Formation Wrestling Championships concluded on June 11 at the Umroi Military Station in a colourful ceremony. Altogether 78 wrestlers from eight teams participated in the meet in the Greco Roman and Freestyle events. The championships began on June 6.

Yoga camp draws good response:

Apart from the probables of the National Gamesa some of the state sports association officials are regularly attending the camp and have voiced their support for the continuation of this camp till the Games. Guwahati: chief Minister Zoramthanga revealed that the state government will be spending more than Rs 25 crore for the over all improvement in sports activities across the region, including setting up a sports complex and an academy. While inspecting the Assam rifles (AR) ground in the city, Chief Minister Zoramthanga said after the AR shifting takes place, a full-fledged ports stadium will be constructed in the same area. With Rs 25 crore provided for by the 12th Finance commission, the funds will be utilized for the overall development in sports related activities across the region, he added.

Three State women boxers in the Indian team:

Guwahati: Continuing with the tradition, women pugilists from the State have once again done the State proud by being selected to play for the country for three different international tournaments Pranamika Bora, the latest sensation in the State boxing arena has been selected to represent India in the Asian Boxing championship to be held at Taipei in August. The director in-charge of city SAI Subhash Basumatari informing said that Pranamika also got a chance take training in Ukraine.

AOA camp from June 15:

Guwahati: The Assam Olympic association has decided to start its training programme as per schedule from June 15. The first Arjuna awardee from Assam Bhogeswar Baruah has been invited to inaugurate the camp. The secretary of the Assam Olympic Association Mukut Medhi said that the coaching scheduled will formally start on June 15 in a function, which will be held at the city SAI Complex. Three silvers, one bronze for State speak takraw team:

Guwahati: Assam speak takraw team kept up with its reputation as one of the best in the country when it bagged three silvers and one bronze in the recently concluded national meet at Chandigarh. Assam women team won two silvers in the team event and the regu while the men's team finished second in the team event and won a bronze in the regu. This is the best ever performance by Assam in the men's section and is likely to come as a short in the arm for the State as it prepares for the National Games in Guwahati.

In an inaugural function held on Feb 9, Mr RM Hazarika, Director (Operations) inaugurated the tournament.

Guwahati lift Nur Uddin Trophy:

Guwahati: Guwahati lifted the Nur Uddin Senior Inter district cricket title defeating Silchar by a huge margin of one innings and 248 runs played at Silchar on Feb 17. In the second innings Silchar bundled out for 136 runs. Bitap Mahanta was the chief wicket taker for Guwahati team who claimed six wickets for 33 runs. For Silchar Rehan Majumder, like in the first innings, tried to dominate the visitors with bat. He scored 31 runs which is the highest individuals score for Silchar in the second innings.

Cross Country Championship at Hajo:

Guwahati: The 10th National Federation Cup Cross Country Championship will be held at the Green Field area of Dalibari- Dadra near Hajo. The Assam Athletic Association is organizing the meet. Several star athletes of the country will participate in the meet. Union Sports Minister Sunil Dutta and Chief Minister Tarun Gogoi will attend the closing ceremony of the championship.

R Kali Das of Rly bags gold: 

Guwahati: R Kali Das of Railway bagged the gold medal in the men's 69 kg event of the Senior National Weightlifting Championship which is currently in progressed at the Ganesh Mandir Indoor hall on Feb 17. he lifted 282.5kgs to take the gold. G Vedivalu of the SSCB and Rajkumar Gupta of Delhi took silver and bronze medal respectively in this category.

Inter-Power sector cricket in Guwahati from Feb 21:

Guwahati: The X th Inter-Power Sector Cricket Tournament will be held at Guwahati from February 21 to 26. The tournament is being hosted by north Eastern Electric Power Corporation Ltd (NEEPCO) under the aegis of the Power Sports Control Board (PSCB). This is for the first time that the tournament is being held in the North-east. Altogether, eight teams are participating in the event.

Natl weight lifting inaugurated:

Guwahati: the 57th men's and women's Senior National Weightlifting championship got under way at the Ganesh Mandir Indoor Hall on Feb 16. Transport Minister Anjan Dutta inaugurate the meet in the absence of Chief Minister Tarun Gogoi. Around 350 participants from different part of the country are taking part in the meet. In the men's 56kg weight category Viky Batta of Police won the gold medal while C S Rao of services got the silver.

SAI boost for sports in NE:

Guwahati: SAI has adopted a unique scheme to promote sports in the north-eastern region. It has also decided to provide more fund to make the North East Sports Festival more competitive. The scheme, which was announced by the director of SAI C S Bawa in the inaugural function of the 19th North East Sports Festival, will be implemented from next year.

State judo body hires BSF judokas, move hailed:

Guwahati: In a move, clearly made with an eye on the forthcoming National Games, to be held in the city, the Assam Judo Association has enrolled in its ranks the services of three Border Security Force judokas. Though the move is not new, as many States in the past have hired the services of players from the Services to boost its medals tally as well as prestige, yet a conscious section of the State sports fraternity have welcomes it. Many have felt that this will give a huge fillip to the local athletes.

Assam continue to lead, Manipur inch closer:

Guwahati: Assam continued to lead medal's tally for the third consecutive day of the North East Sports Festival, which is currently in progress in the city. Assam has so far bagged 31 golds, 29 Silver and 18 bronze till Feb 16 evening. North-east sports powerhouse Manipur, however inched closer to Assam's tally bagging 28 golds, 20 silvers and 21 bronze. Tripura is in the third position with seven golds, four silvers and 15 bronzes.

Assam continue to dominate:

Guwahati: Assam continued to dominate the North East Sports Festival for the second day on Feb 15 collecting 12 more golds till Feb 15. At the time of filling this report, competition was on in many events. Three more meet records were broken on Feb 15 by Assam athletes. As expected, Pramila Bharali claimed her second gold in the meet throwing the discuss to a distance of 37.19 m in the women's category. Bichitra Changmai of Assam took the gold in the men's football when they were held 1-1 by Manipur in the second match at the Maligaon Stadium here on Feb 15. Sanjiba Rongpi scored in the sixth minute of the match to give Assam the lead which was, however, neutralized by Heman in the 59th minute of the match.

Pramila eying medal in Games:

Guwahati: Her coffer is full of gold medal won in different competition. But there is sign of complacency in the face of ace shot put and discuss thrower of the State Pramila Bharali. Rather, she is intensely focused on winning one medal for Assam in the forthcoming National Games to be held in the city in the last part of this year.

Guwahati in command in Nuruddin final:

Guwahati: Guwahati were in driving seat in the Nuruddin Ahmed Senior Cricket Tournament when they piled up a huge total on the second day of the match being played at Silchar on Feb 15. Replying to Silchar's first innings score of 191, the visitors made 430 runs for the loss of five wickets when stumps were drawn. The architect of the huge total was Nishant Bordoloi who made a well complied unbeaten 128. Sajjad Hussain (62) and Vishal Jain (67) also contributed solidly to the team's total. Souvik Das made 48.

CCCC win Ashrafur Rahim trophy:

Guwahati: City Cricket Coaching Centre lifted the 10th Ashrafur Rahim Cricket Trophy thrashing Noonmati Cricket Academy by 10 wickets. Electing to bat first, Noonmati Cricket Academy were bowled out for 57 runs in just 12.1 overs. Anchal Saikia and Chinmoy Kashyap claimed four and three wickets giving away three and four runs respectively. In reply, City Cricket Coaching Centre reached the target in just 10.2 overs. Anchal Saikia was adjudged the man of the match while his team-mate Tikkar Singh claimed both the man of the tournament and best bowler award. The best batsman award was won by Rahul Hazarika of City Cricket Coaching Centre. Veteran sport organizer Pulin Das and curator Sunil Baruah distributed the prizes.

ACA decries NFR on sports quota:

Guwahati: The Assam Cricket Association has lodged a strong protest against NF Railway for depriving the State players from jobs via the sports quota. In a letter to the general secretary of the Nf Railway Sports Association, the secretary of the Assam Cricket Association Bikash Barua said that it is very unfortunate that State players like Khanin Saikia, Rana Sharma, RK Yadav are being deprived from the job despite the fact that the cricketers represented Assam in different version of the game organized by the BCCI. He also demanded the railway authorities to furnish the bio-data of all those selected in the sports quota. He warned that if the Railway authorities fail to do so, the ACA will take the matter to the masses. Meanwhile, the ACA has welcomed the State Government decision to reserve th Judges' Field only for sports.

Five State lads in main draw of OIL-AITA tennis: 

Guwahati: The qualifying round of the OIL-AITA super Series Tennis Championships were held at the North East Tennis Foundation Courts in Guwahati on Feb 8. Five players from Assam were able to secure a place in the main draw of the competition after winning their respective matches. The main draw will begin from Feb 9 while the sign-in for the main draw for both the boys and the girls event will be held between 12 noon to 2 p.m. on Feb 8.

ASA forms panel on Elvis issue:

Guwahati: The Assam Swimming Association has constituted a three-men panel to decide on the action to be taken against swimmer Elvis Ali Hazarika for the latter's purported remarks against the ASA to a vernacular daily. Elvis appeared before an executive committee meeting of the ASA to present his case where he denied having spoken to the daily. The ASA, however, asked Elvis to furnish a written statement presenting his side of the story. The ASA, meanwhile, is also contemplating to bring a coach from outside the State to train players from the State, keeping in view the forthcoming National Games.

Sensational win for Assam in U-22 cricket: 

Guwahati: Assam pulled up a sensational win defeating Jharkhand by 46 runs in the U-22 East Zone Cricket Tournament, on the final day of the match at Jorhat on Feb 3. Assam set a victory target of 161 runs to Jharkhand but the visitors were bowled out for 114 runs in the second innings. Dhiraj Das claimed three wicket giving away 30 runs while Gakul Sharma bagged two wickets for 21 runs. Earlier, Assam in their second innings were bowled out for 173 runs.

Poor turnout in soccer camp:

Guwahati: The football camp for the North East Sports Festival was badly hit on Feb 4 due to lack of players. The camp, as per schedule, got under way on Friday but only a few turned up on the first day. It was widely expected though, since players from OIL, Assam Police and Assam Rifles had already been denied permission due to official engagement of their teams. Still, 20 footballers were supposed to attend on the first day but only a handful were in action on Feb 4 at the SAI Sports Complex.

Inter-bank cricket from Feb 18:

Guwahati: The 18th Girish Chandra Goswami Inter-bank Cricket Tournament will get under way at the Latasil Ground from Feb 18. Taher Ahmed, the general secretary of the UCO Bank Staff Club, which will organize the meet, said that interested teams may contact with the Club within Feb 10.

Inter-dist kick boxing from Mar 19:

Guwahati: The first All Assam Inter-District Kickboxing Championship will be held in the city SAI complex from March 19. The event, organized by Assam Kickboxing Association, will be held in the sub junior and senior categories and will be opened to all styles of martial arts. The tournament will be held under the rules and regulation of the World Association of Kickboxing Organization.

District soccer from Feb 20:

Guwahati: The senior inter-district football championship, which was earlier postponed due to the North East Sports Festival, will now get under way on Feb 20. Golaghat will organize the meet. The secretary of the Assam Football Association Ankur Dutta informed that the fixture of the meet will be released very soon.

No major upset on Day One, Five Assam players advance:
Guwahati: Five State players advanced in the OIL-AITA Super Series Tennis Tournament which got under way at the NETF Courts on Feb 9. There were no major upsets, however, on Day One. In the opening round, three boys and two girls from Assam made their way to the second round. In the boy's section,
Top footballers to miss NE Sports Festival: 

Guwahati: The Assam Football Association (AFA) is in a spot of bother in its quest for a gold in the Ne Sports Festival as top players will miss the meet due to their official responsibilities. The camp, with the probables, will start at the city SAI complex on Feb 4, but it is confirmed that many footballers will skip the camp. So AFA is considering to invite few new faces to the camp. Those missing the camp would be from top teams like OIL, Assam Rifles from where maximum footballers had been invited for the camp. OIL will go to play PSPB meet while the others two teams will join the All India Police meet.
Manipur down Assam in U-19 soccer:
Guwahati: Manipur defeated Assam in the inaugural match of the U-19 National Football Tournament (NE Zone) which got under way at Aizawl on Feb 2. Manipur, who are considered favourites to win the championship. It may be mentioned here that due to last minute withdrawal by several teams, the tournament has lost its sheen.
Assam struggling in U-22 cricket:

The bronze medals were won by Biswajit Mondol, S B Thapa, Dinesh Saha and Mohan Singh.
