Guwahati: The All Assam Sports Pensioners' Association has lamented the controversy surrounding the state Sports Minister Capt Robin Bordoloi and the vice president of the Assam Olympic association and the Commissioner to the CM, Mr M G V K Bhanu. Guwahati: The Assam Boat Racing and Rowing Association under an ambitious plan has decided to prepare the State team for the National Games 2005 by inviting tall girls and boys to attend a one-day selection camp on August 3 at Dighalipukhuri.
